Tips and Notes
The following are some tips and tricks that will help you while working with AutoCAD 2004.

Tip 1 

When you invoke the HIDE command, by default you cannot use realtime panning or zooming. However, you can use the VIEWRES system variable to change the default settings. The following is the prompt sequence.

Command: VIEWRES

Do you want fast zooms? [Yes/No] <Y>: Press ENTER

Enter circle zoom percent (1-20000) <1000>: 20000

Regenerating model.

Now, you can pan or zoom realtime even when the HIDE command is invoked.
Tip 2
To create a copy of the selected object without invoking the COPY command, select the object. Cold grips are displayed on the object. Move the cursor over the selected object and press the CTRL key. Hold the left mouse button and drag the object to a new location. A copy of the selected object will be created and placed at the new location you specified.
