Creating Center mark Pattern for Patterned Holes
Autodesk Inventor also allows you to create a pattern of center marks. The following is the procedure of creating a center mark pattern.

1. Choose the down arrow on the right of the Center Mark option in the Drawing Annotation Panel panel bar to display the flyout.

2. Choose Centered Pattern from the shortcut menu, you will be prompted to click on a location.

3. Note that this location is the center point around which the pattern will be created. Move the cursor close to the circumference of the circle whose center needs to be selected as the center of the Center mark pattern. The cursor automatically snaps to that circle, see Figure 1. When the cursor snaps to that circle, select it.
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4. A center mark is created at that selected circle. Now, move the cursor to the first hole in the drawing view and when the hole turns red, select it. See Figure 2.
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5. The center mark is created on the selected hole. Next, click on the second hole that needs to be a part of the center mark pattern, see Figure 3.
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6. As soon as you select the second hole, you will notice that the center mark is added to the second hole and an arc is created passing through the centers of the first and the second hole. Now, one by one select all the remaining holes. The center marks will be created on the selected holes and the arc will pass through the centers of all the holes, suggesting that they are in the same PCD. After selecting the last hole, right-click and choose Create. The center mark pattern will be created, see Figure 4.
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
